Hygiene It's more difficult to clean your teeth
when they are crovwded and overlapping.
Inadequate cleaning is a major factor in tooth
decay, gum disease and eventual tooth loss. Having
your teeth straightened will make it easier for you
1o look after them.

Tooth wear Some bad bites lead to clenching,
grinding, and excessive or uneven wear of the teeth.

Gum damage In severe malocclusions the teeth can
damage the gum. For example, in cases of deep bite,
the lower fromt teeth can bite into the gum behind
the upper front teath.

Missing Teath By moving all testh into correct
position, proper space can becreated to facilitate
replacement of the missing teath.

Thumb sucking 5ucking the thumb {or fingers)
can deform nearby teeth and supporting bone.

The right time for braces?

In most cases, orthodontic treatment is commenced

as soon as the last baby tooth has been shed. This usually
oocurs in the early teens. Howewver orthodontic problems
are usually apparent by the age of nine, when most

of the adult front teeth hawve erupted and itis
recommended that you consult your dentist at this time.

In the past, orthodontic treatment was generally
restricted to children. Howewvear, the basic procass involved
in moving teeth is the same at any age and orthodontic
treatment can be just as successful for adults. The
availability of caramic braces allows for better aesthetics
while going through the process.
